Exhibitor rules #1-40 where applicable.
Entry fee in this Class will be $0.75 per bird. No post-dated cheques.
Where an Exhibitor is showing two or more birds of the same variety and sex,
it is requested that the birds be provided with leg bands to avoid mistakes.
All exhibits will be under full control of the Association.
The new revised Standard of Perfection shall be the guide of the Judge on all
varieties therein and all birds will be judged by comparison.
Exhibitors or Strangers are not allowed to handle birds other than their own,
without the consent of owner or superintendent of the show.
All specimens, except game bantams, must be exhibited in their natural
condition.
Unhealthy specimens will not be exhibited and must be removed from the
building when ordered by the superintendent.
Any person interfering with the judges in the discharge of their duty shall be
excluded from competition.
Eggs will be gathered and their fertility destroyed.
All coops will be supplied by the Association.
Birds must remain until 4:00pm on Sunday September 18, 2011.
Poultry Show will be held in the Bennett Barn. Barn will be open Friday
September 16, 2011 from 9:00 am to receive birds.
All birds must be in their places by 9:30am, Saturday September 17, 2011.
Classes will be added or deleted depending on the number of entries.
Decision is made by Poultry Committee.
Anyone removing birds from the grounds before 4:00pm on Sunday September
18, 2011 will forfeit 50% of their prize money.
